As winter sets in, we now focus on input and information obtained through internal and external sources and resources, in our
search to better utilize field staff and work smarter. Once again this winter we will be holding our yearly disaster table top
training session and our department strategic planning sessions with our staff.

We operate in new era for government, budget deficits, budget cuts and an economy that is sluggish and slow to rebound are part
of a trend that will continue - especially in the public sector. To that end we have built strong public — private partnerships and
sought alternative funding strategies. Almost half of our fleet are either donated vehicles or secured, fully equipped and used at a
significant savings. Additionally, we offset cost by utilizing funds allocated from our partnership with the United States D.E.A.

We have found great success in our programs based on volunteer partnerships, community group partnerships, and academic
partnerships operating on the premise of utilizing volunteers as additional community assets.

Our agency is a full-service law enforcement agency with twenty-nine sworn officers who patrol the Village twenty-four hours a
day. We staff our field officers predicated on peak days and times when we need the most staff available. In late 2011 we
promoted Officer Chris Hughes to patrol sergeant and welcomed Ross Chibe as a full time officer. Officer Diana Campbell was
appointed to oversee all patrol officer field training.

Here are some of the programs we offer, Child Safety Fingerprinting & Car seat inspections, a Police Cadet program for teens, an
Emergency Service and Disaster Agency (E.S.D.A.), Vacation Watch program, Home Safety checks, “You are Not Alone”
program for senior well-being checks and the File For Life program. Additionally we offer a Senior Safety [.D. Bracelet program
and a volunteer Citizen Patrol Service (COPS).

We work very closely with the Orland Park and Palos Heights Police Departments, in an effort to jointly solve crime problems in
our area. We also train jointly with their officers. We are part of the Southwest Suburban Major Case Unit and the South
Suburban Major Crimes Task Force.

Palos Park Police Commissioner Dan Polk reminds everyone that we have the Palos Park Police Departments E Reporting

System for Palos Park residents to utilize as a convenient and easy way to file an initial report with the department.

Commission Polk, a Pediatrician at Children’s Memorial Hospital in Chicago, commented that the ease of access to
communicating with the police department via E reports, is conducive with the busy lifestyles and time away from home that
many of Palos Park’s residents who are doctor’s, lawyers and business professionals experience.

The Palos Park Police Department E Report system is designed for residents to file initial police reports for minor property
damage, mischievous conduct, and minor, not in progress quality of life issues impacting the community, via the internet.

The E Reports can be accessed via the Palos Park Police Department web site and require basic information related to the
incident being reported, which is then followed up on by a police officer. The E Report is not for use in emergency situations.
The E Reporting system is part of the “Green” Palos Park program being spearheaded by Commissioner Nicole
Milovich-Walters.

SENIOR CITIZEN EXEMPTION
To qualify for the Senior Citizen Exemption and receive up to $4,000 in equalized assessed value (EAV) savings for the 2011 tax year, the
property owner must meet the following requirements:

Be born prior to or in the year 1946
Own the property during 2011 (if a property owner takes residence after January 1, he or she may receive a prorated exemption based on
the month the property was purchased) and use the property as the principal place of residence:

Seniors qualifying for this exemption will automatically receive the Homeowner Exemption. Also, as of 2011, you have to renew this every year.

Documentation Needed:
If a taxpayer is applying for this exemption for the first time he or she must provide a copy of a recent property tax bill and a copy of one of the
following forms of proof of age and residency with this application: an Illinois Driver’s License(both sides) or an Illinois Identification Card.

SENIOR CITIZEN ASSESSMENT FREEZE EXEMPTION

To qualify for the Senior Citizen Assessment Freeze Exemption for the tax year 2011, the property owner must meet the following
requirements:

Be born prior to or in the year 1946,

Have a total household income of $55,000 or less for income tax year 2010,

Have owned the property or had a legal, equitable or leasehold interest in the property on January 1, 2010 and January 1, 2011,

Have used the property as a principal place of residence as of January 1, 2010 and January 1, 2011, and Have been liable for the payment
0f' 2010 and 2011 property taxes.

Documentation Needed:

If a taxpayer is applying for this exemption for the first time, he or she must provide a copy of a recent property tax bill and a copy of one of the
following forms of proof of age and residency with this application: an Illinois Driver’s License(both sides) or an Illinois Identification Card. This
also has to be renewed every year.
